PE: In PE, we will participate in team games, developing our co-ordination through throwing and catching. We will also be developing our skipping in preparation for our skipping festival.





Science: In Science, we will continue to explore and compare the differences between things that are living, dead and things that have never been alive as well as identifying a number of plants and animals in habitats. We will do this by examining the rock pool habitat. 





Music: We will be using our voices expressively by singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes. We will use this to prepare for our “Big Sing” festival in June. 








RE: We will be exploring the religion of Judaism, looking at the features, similarities and differences between Christianity. We will visit a synagogue before identifying how Jewish people celebrate and worship.











English: We will explore the structure and features of fictional texts before writing our own story based on Charlotte’s Web.
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Computing: In Computing, we will be collecting data about living things from a rockpool habitat, linking to our science topic. We will collect images, store data and type up the information.








Art/DT: We will explore a range of sculptures, focusing upon the work of Andy Goldsworthy. We will talk about our likes and dislikes of his sculptures, before designing and making our own Andy Goldsworthy inspired sculpture.
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
