Dear Parents,
Welcome back to Archbishop Runcie CE First School! We hope you and your families have had a lovely half term break and are ready for a fun filled summer term. Here is your curriculum newsletter sharing some of the things we plan to get up to within Nursery, in Summer 2.

This half term, our topic is ‘Travel and Transport’. During this term, the children will be learning about different modes of transport and how they work. Nursery will also be talking about the things that they have observed and special times or events with family and friends. Nursery will also be visiting the Stephenson Railway Museum. Whilst at the museum, the children will have the opportunity to explore the museum and enjoy a story called “And the Train goes” which will be told inside a vintage parcel carriage. The children will complete a workshop where they will make driver hats, and will have the opportunity to carry out an ‘invention’ activity, where they can make their own types of transport out of recycled materials. 1:2 ratio helpers will be needed. We will be using lots of different songs and stories to enhance the children’s learning around this topic, including Red Rockets and Rainbow Jelly, Amazing Aeroplanes and Dig, Dig, Digging. Children will have the opportunity to take part in a range of creative activities linked to these areas. If any parents have any skills linked to this topic, please let me know! The cost of the visit will be £10 which will include transport to the museum and activities there.
During this term, every Wednesday, children will continue to have the opportunity to take a book home from the class library. Please ensure books and book bags are sent in to school with your child. A homework task will also be sent home for you to complete with your child, please. 

PE will continue to be taught on a Friday morning or Wednesdays, PE kits should be left at school (on cloakroom pegs) with plimsolls in. Please ensure that PE bags and kits are clearly named and children do not have lace up shoes.
