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English: Writing will be based on “A new home for a Pirate” and writing about Famous Pirates from the past. We will be focussing on sentence structure and punctuation. 





Key Stage One


Term 1a


Pirates!





Numeracy: We will begin the term looking at place value, addition and subtraction, multiplication and division as well as recording co-ordinates linked to pirate maps (Y2).


Y1 will compare lengths and begin to tell the time.  





PE: This term we are using Pirate stories and music as a stimulus for dance.  The children will be developing their fundamental skills of balance, agility and co-ordination through a variety of activities.








Computing: ICT will focus on the use of giving accurate directions/ instructions called an “algorithm” and de-bugging our algorithms to ensure they are accurate. We will use Scratch junior- you can use this at home too!





Science: We will be linking our work on Pirate Ships to materials and their properties, looking at which materials float or sink, which materials are waterproof and classifying and categorising these.





History: 


We will be learning about the period of time ‘The Golden Age of Pirates’.





Art: We will be creating a Pirate themed painting based on Turner’s sea scape, focusing on colour mixing.











Geography: We will name and locate oceans and continents, describe physical and human features and use simple compass directions.





Music: Music will be based on Pirate stories and songs, we will add percussion to songs and rehearse and perform with others. 








Personal, Social, Health Education and Citizenship: The children will have opportunities to become involved in shaping the classroom environment, helping everyone to get on and learn, making it a welcoming community and understanding rights and responsibilities.





RE: We will begin by looking at the Creation story and write our own Creation prayers before moving on to Harvest around the world and we will link this to our Harvest festival and charitable giving.
