ILLNESS

We have had several reported cases of Chicken Pox and Scarlet Fever in school. Please read the information

sent, via ParentMail, earlier in the week.

Chicken pox (shingles)

Cases of chickenpox are generally infectious from 2 days before the rash
appears to 5 days after the onset of rash. Although the usual exclusion
period is 5 days, all lesions should be crusted over before children return to
nursery or school.

Scarlet Fever

Children can return to school 24 hours after commencing appropriate
antibiotic treatment. If no antibiotics have been administered, the
person will be infectious for 2 to 3 weeks.

A person with shingles is infectious to those who have not had chickenpox and should be excluded from
school if the rash is weeping and cannot be covered or until the rash is dry and crusted over.
