PE: In PE we will focus on gymnastics. We will master basic movements including jumping, as well as

Science: In Science we will be investigating the practical uses of everyday materials and group them on the basis of their physical properties. We will do this through a number of investigations and experiments including designing and building a boat out of the most suitable materials.





History: We will examine the lives of significant individuals in the past who have contributed to national achievements. We will explore kings and queens from different periods in our history and find out what it was like to live in a castle.





Music: We will continue to follow instructions on how or when to sing or play a recorder. We will also listen to different instruments that are found in a band.








RE: In RE we will be continuing to introduce the children to our new RE curriculum. We will complete our work on ‘The Big Frieze’, which will aid us to ask and answer questions, look for relationships between The Old and New Testament and make links with our own thoughts, feelings and personal experiences.














Art: In Art we will be exploring the work of notable artists, artisans and designers and use a wide range of tools to create different textures, lines, tones, colours and shapes. We will apply these skills through drawing our own self-portraits.





English: We will be exploring the structure and features of a variety of fiction texts including traditional tales such as Thumbelina. We will then use these to help us write our own pieces of fiction.
