PE: In PE our focus will be upon team games. We will use and understand the terms opponent and team-mate, learn how to develop tactics and begin to lead others as appropriate. 








Science: In Science we will be investigating living things. We will identify that most living things live in habitats to which they are suited and will explore how this is important for animals that live in the polar regions.  





Geography: We will use world maps, atlases and globes to name and locate the world’s oceans and continents. We will locate hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the Equator and the North and South Poles.  





Music: We will follow instructions on how or when to sing or play a recorder. We will make and control long and short sounds, using our voice and recorders. 








RE: In RE we will be introducing the children to our new RE curriculum. We will begin by focusing on ‘The Big Frieze’ which is a piece of artwork that allows the core concepts and the ‘big story’ of The Bible to be explored. Through this we will also be focusing upon The Nativity story in the build up to Christmas.
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DT: In DT we will be exploring how to make a material stronger, stiffer and more stable. We will apply this key skill through planning and designing a sledge that can bear weight and can be pulled across “ice”. 





English: We will be exploring the features of non-fiction texts, relating to our topic. We will then use these to help us organise and structure our own non-fiction text.  
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
