Maths: 


We will complete our unit on properties of shape where we will be focusing on 3-D shapes before moving onto fractions. We will cover the following objectives:


recognise, find, name and write fractions 1/3, 1/4, 2/4 and 3/4 of a length, shape, set of objects or quantity.





write simple fractions, for example 1/2 of 6 = 3 and recognise the equivalence of 2/4 and 1/2.


Find different combinations of coins that equal the same amounts of money.


Solve simple problems in a practical context involving addition and subtraction of money of the same unit, including giving change.cognise and use symbols for pounds (£) and pence (p); combine amounts to make a particular value.

PE: In PE this half term our focus will be on dance. We will master basic movements including jumping, as well as


develop balance, agility and co-ordination, applying these to a range of routines.





Geography: In Geography we will be using world maps, atlases and globes to identify the United Kingdom and its countries as well as different countries continents and oceans. We will use these skills to name the 7 continents and 5 oceans and connect this to the exploits of Christopher Columbus.





History: We will examine the lives of significant individuals in the past who have contributed to national achievements. We will do this through exploring the life of Christopher Columbus and his discovery of the Americas.





Music: We will explore different instruments used in reggae as well as identify the pulse, rhythm and pitch in the music.








RE: In RE we will be continuing to introduce the children to our new RE curriculum. We will examine the Easter story, focusing on the themes of salvation and incarnation before exploring different ways Christians celebrate Easter across the world. We will also share our views on the Christian belief in heaven and how this relates to the Easter story.
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DT: In DT we will be examining different ways of creating patterns as well as exploring different textiles and their uses. We will demonstrate these skills to design and make our own flags using our own designs and patterns.





English: We will be exploring the structure and features of a variety of fiction texts including Roald Dahl’s The Twits. We will then use these to help us write our own pieces of fiction.  
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Computing: In Computing, we will conduct research online and look at ways of creating a PowerPoint presentation to represent our research. 
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
